These hours must 

be documented by a written acknowledgement and signature from the individual or organization 

receiving the service.  Peer tutoring, library aide, guides at open school night are examples of school service.  

Scouting and confirmation projects as well as participation in Church or Temple groups, hospital volunteer, 

walk-a-thons, etc. are community related.  All outside school community service hours MUST be documented 

on formal letterhead typed and signed by an officer of the organization.
